20150401.1 Corona Machemer presents the Peace and Social Concerns Committee report. 
The committee met on Jan 11; Corona and Naomi continue as co-clerks. Contributions are 
discussed and $12,700 is tentatively allocated. David Fletcher reports Breathing Space is 
going well. The committee discusses the Black Lives Matter movement and related issues, 
including restorative practices and the National Religious Campaign against Torture. Our 
letter-writing on behalf of prisoners of conscience is discussed, and a program on Friends 
Committee on National Legislation is being planned. The report is accepted and attached.

20150401.2 Pamela Wood reports for the Nominating Committee, bring forward two 
recommendations for appointments: Corona Machemer to be added as Morningside's 
representative to the Quarterly Meeting's relationship committee and Bart Dominus to 
continue on the Finance Committee. She reiterates the committee's need for guidance on the 
young adult Friends position. Friends discuss the YAF role, in relation to the New York Yearly 
Meeting's YAF coordinator, and the concern for advancement of the Meeting is followed up 
with young adults who come to Meeting. Friends note that young families have different 
needs than young single people. Helen Garay Toppins describes the role of the New York 
Yearly Meeting's Young Adult Friends coordinator. Friends approve the appointments of Bart 
Dominus to Finance and Corona Machemer to the relationship committee as recommended. 
Coordination with the NYYM YAF coordinator will be done through Ministry and Counsel until 
Meeting discerns a way forward on the Morningside young adult position.

20150401.3 Charlene Ray presents the Treasurer's report. We received $2,870 in January 
and expensed $208. Naomi Paz Greenberg has been added to the Finance Committee and is
added as a signatory to the Morningside Meeting banking accounts with TD and Schwab. 
Friends accept the report which is attached. Naomi will begin as Treasurer on 8/1/2015.

20150401.4 Corona Machemer presents the Communication Committee report. The 
committee met on 1/25. Assignments to committee roles are discussed. Jerry Reisig will 
continue to set the agenda and serve as principal contact with Vonn New, our technical 
consultant. The committee will meet evey two weeks until the new website is fully operational.
The committee recommends that Ministry and Counsel should handle the database without 
any other intermediary. Kathy Stackhouse will act as editor for a newsletter to be sent in hard 
copy to those who are not internet capable. Dave Britton agrees to send out a post to 
everyone with a detailed description of the status of the website(s) after review of the email by
the committee. Friends accept the report which is attached.

20150401.5 Pamela Wood reports that Purchase Quarter is asking us to host the Prison 



Worship Group reunion during the last Sunday in April. Friends agree to host this. Pam will 
coordinate refreshments.

20150401.6 Stephen McDonnell reports for Ministry and Counsel. The next Welcoming 
Breakfast is 2/22. The next Bible study is scheduledfor 2/8, the next 4th Sunday topic will be 
“Meeting and Greeting” led by Jack Patterson. The committee is considering a Quaker 101 
course after worship on 3rd Sundays. The committee is starting preparations for a retreat. 
Database updates will be done on the new website. Ministry and Counsel asks for feedback 
on Meeting for Business convening directly after meeting for Worship. There are currently 10 
support and clearness committees. The report is accepted.
